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NCHD FLOOD RELIEF ACTIVITIESAT A GLANCE

Pakistan is experiencing worst floods of the century. The impact has been devastating with more than 20 million
people affected by these floods so far. Millions of affected people have left their flooded and severely damaged homes,
and now live in open air, tents, schools and with their relatives. A sizable number of towns, villages, major cities, dams
and bridges have also been sub-merged wrecked. A total of 66 districts have been affected so far by the floods through
out the country. The number of severely hit districts is 32 while 34 districts are less affected. The devastation includes
1,667 deaths, 2,605 injured and 1,248,704 houses damaged/destroyed. (Source: National Disaster Management Authority,

National Commission for Human Development’s (NCHD) Relief Work:

NCHD is present in all 142 districts, agencies (less North & South Waziristan) of Pakistan, Gilgit Baltistan (GB) and
AJ&K. NCHD, in coordination with Provincial as well as District Administration is participating in rescue and relief
operations ever since 30" of July 2010, initiating from Charsadda and Nowshera, and is now working in 66 districts. It
has provided rescue teams with boats, mobile and static emergency health teams, essential medicines and food items,
clean drinking and useable water and tents for shelter to the flood affectees. The following are the main contributions
made by the NCHD so far:

1. Evacuation- NCHD has so far rescued more than 27,441 marooned people using 68 boats in KPK (Charsadda,
Malakand, Mardan), Punjab (Muzafargarh, Khushab, Sargodha, Jhelum, Mandibahudin, Layyah), Sindh
(Sukkur, Thatta, Khair Pur, Jacobabad, Kamber, Dadu, Kashmore, Shikar Pur).

2. Provision of Water- NCHD has provided clean drinking water and water for general use in 22,022 bottles to
15,449 families in KPK (Nowshera, Charsadda, Swabi, Swat, Mardan, Malakand), Punjab (Muzafargarh, Rajan
Pur, Bhakkar, Sargodha, Mianwali, Multan, D.G. Khan, Mandibahudin, Layyah, Khushab), Sindh (Sukkur,
Thatta and Dadu).

3. Dry Rationss NCHD has provided dry rations to 39,855 families for ten days in KPK(Swat, Upper Dir,
Mardan, Laki Marwat, Nowshera, Shangla and Bunner ) Punjab (D.G.Khan, Multan, Mianwali, Rajan Pur,
Muzafargarh, Layyah, Sargodha, Bhakkar, Khushab, Mandibahudin), Sindh (Mitiari, Jamshoro, Sukkur, Dadu,
Thatta, , Kashmore, Karachi),

4. Cooked Food- NCHD has also provided cooked food to 88,243 people in KPK (D.I.Khan, Nowshera, Mardan,
Charsadda), Sindh (Sukkur, Kashmore), Punjab (Multan, Mianwali, Rajan Pur, Muzafargarh, Layyah,
Sargodha, Bhakkar, Khushab, and D.G. Khan).

5. Provision of Shelter- NCHD has provided tents to 611 people in Punjab (Khushab, Muzafargarh, Rahim Yar
Khan), Sindh (Sukkur, Shikar Pur, Ghotki, Khairpur) and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (D.l.Khan) to provide shelter to
displaced families. It is managing 17 IDPs Relief Camps.

6. Medical Assistance- NCHD has set up 770 medical camps, treating 203,655 patients in KPK ( Nowshera,
Charsadda, Malakand, Lower Dir, Upper Dir, Swat, Mardan, Bannu, Batagram, Shangla), Sindh (Thatta, Mirpur
Khas), Punjab ( Khushab, Rajan Pur, Layyah, Jhelum, Mianwali, D.G Khan, Mandibahudin, Muzafargarh,
Multan). The number of camps is increasing on daily basis.

7. Non Food Items (NFIs)- NCHD has provided 7,894 mattress, sleeping bag, plastic sheets, bed sheets and
blankets in KPK( Malakand, Bannu, D.l.Khan, Bunner), Sindh ( Mitiari, Mir pur Khas), Punjab (Khushab,
D.G.Khan, Muzafargarh), Whereas 3,014 water coolers and 172 Aqua Boxes were provided in Punjab, Sindh,
KPK and Balochistan. Like wise 964 hygiene kits were distributed in KPK (Nowshera, Bannu, Malakand,
Bunner), Punjab (Mandibahudin). Like wise 87 Fans, washing powder, shoes provided in Malakand, Bannu and
Bunner respectively, while clothes and toys provided in Mianwali and Mitiari,.

8. Volunteers|dentified- NCHD has also identified and facilitated 2,896 volunteers supporting relief activities in
955 IDP’s camps established in Punjab ( Khushab, Layyah, Jhelum, Mandibahudin, Muzafargarh) and KPK (
Nowshera, Charsadda, Malakand, Shangla, Swat, Bannu).

9. Education & Recreational ActivitiesNCHD has established 54 schools in Sindh (Dadu, Kamber, Larkana,
Khairpur, Shaheed Benazirabad, Shikarpur, Sukkur), Punjab (Multan), while 91 literacy centers have been
established in Sindh.

NCHD is carrying out relief operations from donations alone, and no government funds are being used for this
purpose.

Board Members of Pakistan Human Development Fund, Pakistan Human Development Fund -UK, American Fund for
Human Development (AFHD) and other philanthropists from within Pakistan and abroad have pledged Rs. 120.82
million out of which Rs. 65.78 million has already been received, including cash and in-kind donations. These include
Rs.21.91 million in-kind donations generated by NCHD district offices.
